It may suit 
you better to hold the event on a Friday or Sunday when a discount may also be available.

Planning your Day  
 
If you want to know more about holding your wedding at Best Western Premier Blunsdon 
House Hotel we will be very happy to discuss your plans in more detail.  Please give some 
thought to the numbers of guests you wish to invite and decide what time of the day would suit 
you best to get married. 
 
If you are planning a Civil Ceremony, first contact The Register Office, Aspen House, Temple 
Street, Swindon, Wiltshire, SN1 1SQ, Telephone 01793-521734 to discuss possible dates, 
times and their charges for conducting the wedding.  Similarly, for a church wedding, check 
the available dates, times and costs. 
 
The next step is to call us (during office hours if possible) and speak to our Events 
Department.  We will check available dates and make an appointment for you to view the 
facilities at a mutually agreeable time with our Wedding Planner. 
 
At your appointment we can draft an outline of your day, giving you an idea of rooms 
appropriate for your needs, with approximate costs and any room hire charges that may be 
applicable.  If you are happy with these initial discussions, and subject to availability, we would 
be happy to make a provisional booking which we would hold for 10 days.  To confirm the 
booking we require payment of the deposit as specified in the wedding tariff.  Your deposit will 
be acknowledged and you can relax, secure in the knowledge that the facilities are reserved 
for your wedding day, provisional reservation will automatically be cancelled if the deposit is 
not paid.  Please note that some arrangements should be made soon after the confirmation of 
the hotel booking.  For your own peace of mind the Rolls Royce cars, the disco, any other 
specific entertainment and should you require him, the toastmaster, should be booked as early 
as possible. 
 
Carrie Clifford offers a bespoke personal floral service so if you would like to investigate this 
please speak with Carrie to see photographs and examples of her work. 
 
If any of your guests require rooms at the hotel they should be booked (at preferential rates) 
early to avoid disappointment.  Please ask for our printed tariff cards for your guests. 
 
You are very welcome to contact us at any time regarding your event but please make an 
appointment to meet us at least 6 weeks beforehand to discuss the finer details.  At this 
meeting we would like to know the number of guests you are now expecting, including any 
babies (under 18 months old) and children under 12. 
 
We will also discuss: 
·  Your choice of ‘Welcome drink’ 
·  Your choice of menu and any special dietary requirements you may have amongst your 

guests 
·  Wines for the meal, Sparkling Wines or Champagne for the toast 
·  Confirmation of your timings and check your table plans 
·  Make a note of any deliveries of cakes or table decorations 
Following this meeting we will prepare a detailed report of your day together with a quotation 
invoice, the terms and conditions of payment will apply. 
 
Please let us know 5 days before the event your final numbers and if we can help you with any 
last minute changes or little extras, we will be on hand and will look forward to welcoming you 
on ‘the day’. 
 



 

The Civil Ceremony  
 
A Civil Ceremony at Best Western Premier Blunsdon House Hotel combines the best of all 
worlds.  A ceremony in charming surroundings, followed by a reception at the same location, 
with no awkward journeys for the newly-weds or their guests.  The hotel and gardens are ideal 
for photographs and the accommodation and facilities are first class.  The Garden Room, 
Nichols, Redwood Room, Beech Room & Zan’s lounge are all licensed for Civil Ceremonies 
 
Civil Ceremonies must follow a certain pattern as required by law, but they can be as formal or 
informal as you choose.  A typical wedding ceremony might be as follows: 
 
Two Registrars arrive at the hotel approximately 45 minutes before the ceremony.  The Groom 
and the Best Man would normally be at the hotel at this time to pose for photographs and to 
greet the wedding guests who will be starting to arrive.  The Best Man and any Ushers may be 
asked to hand out buttonholes and to generally take care of the guests. 
 
The Groom is required to see the Registrar 30 minutes before the ceremony to complete a few 
formalities.  After this meeting he will take up his place at the front of the wedding room and 
wedding guests will be shown to their seats.  Traditionally the Groom does not see his Bride 
until she joins him in the wedding room. 
 
The Bride should arrive 15 minutes before the wedding, accompanied by the person who will 
‘give her away’.  The Bride must also see the Registrars briefly before the start of the 
ceremony.  The Registrars will then take their place in the wedding room, whilst the Bridal 
Party prepare for their entrance.  If a gentleman is to give the Bride away she should be on his 
right arm.  The Bride may choose whether her bridesmaids are to go in front of her or if they 
will follow her into the room. 
 
The couple’s choice of special music will have been arranged for the Bridal Party entrance, in 
accordance with the Registrar’s guidelines.  Any additions to the ceremony, perhaps a poem 
or a reading, will have been arranged with the Registrars in advance of the wedding.  The 
wedding vows take approximately 15 minutes, followed by the signing of the register, a time 
when guests are invited to take any photographs. 
 
On leaving the room, accompanied by their choice of music, the newly married couple will be 
presented with a glass of champagne and go on to meet all their guests, pose for photographs 
and relax before their Wedding Reception. 
 
Room hire charges for the civil ceremony will be confirmed when the choice of rooms for each 
part of your day have been confirmed and include the provision of the ceremonial table, use of 
celebration pen and stand, ring cushion and a glass of bubbly for the bride and groom when 
the knot has been tied.  You may prefer to bring your own choice of music although we have a 
selection of ceremonial music. 
 
You will need to contact the Registrar as a priority to arrange the date and time. The 
Registrar’s charges are additional.

Reception  Rooms  
 
The Garden Room  is our largest and most flexible room.  This delightful ballroom can 
accommodate a civil wedding with up to 100 guests or even up to 200 guests in a certain 
configuration and up to 220 for your wedding breakfast. The appeal of this room is its size and 
its dance floor for your wedding reception with up to 250 guests for an evening buffet. 
 
Nichols Restaurant  can accommodate a civil wedding for up to 70 guests for the wedding 
breakfast.  Nichols is an exquisite room for a wedding, a fairytale setting with mirrors, 
chandeliers and ornate soft furnishings. It has its own patio garden for arriving guests with a 
stone arch and ‘ruin wall’ as a backdrop for photos.  For the evening party Nichols Restaurant 
can be used in conjunction with Zan’s Bar where your guests who are meeting for the first 
time, or renewing old acquaintances will be delighted to find an area to relax away from the 
disco without missing out on the party atmosphere.  On Saturdays Nichols Restaurant must be 
vacated by 5.30pm and is not available for Saturday evening parties. 
 
The Redwood Room  is our most popular room for a civil ceremony and medium sized 
weddings.  Wood panelled elegance, comfortably accommodates 60 guests, no minimum 
number, available for evening use but unfortunately not suitable for a disco. 
 
The Beech Room  is ideal for medium sized weddings and comfortably accommodates 60, no 
minimum number, available for evening use but unfortunately not suitable for a disco. 
 
Zan’s Lounge  is the wood panelled room in the original farmhouse. It accommodates up to 20 
guests on an oval table for an intimate occasion, it has its own bar, the option of a roaring fire 
and is licensed for a civil ceremony for up to 30 guests.  Zan’s is not available on a Saturday 
evening. 
 
Minimum numbers for both the wedding breakfast and evening party are required in order to 
avoid room hire charges, please see additional information regarding this. 
 
Although the law does not allow wedding ceremonies to take place outside, mention must be 
made of the Wedding Lawn with its rose arch, weeping ash tree and gazebo it is absolutely 
perfect for the welcoming drink (weather permitting) and the photos.  Nichols Restaurant Patio 
similarly is a superb setting.

4. Reservations for Receptions and Evening Parties for numbers less than those 
specified in this brochure are not accepted more than 9 months in advance. 

5. Whilst every effort is made to hold prices for each calendar year we reserve the right 
to increase them at any time up to 6 weeks prior to any reservation.  Prices for the 
subsequent year are reviewed each December and people holding forward 
reservations will be notified in early January of any increases. 

6. Should the Reception be postponed or cancelled then the following charges would be 
made: 

a) At any time more than 9 months prior to the date of the Reception, the initial 
deposit. 

b) Three to nine months prior to the date of the Reception. 50% of the 
anticipated ex VAT room hire, food and beverage account based on the 
number of guests and the most economical menu. 

c) Under three months prior to the date of the Reception. 65% of the anticipated 
ex VAT room hire, food and beverage account based on the number of guests 
and the most economical menu. 

d) Cancellation 7 days or less prior to the date the above does not apply and 
100% of the loss of revenue will apply. 

Please note that it is possible to insure your wedding against cancellation, most 
Insurance brokers have details of policies available. 

7. Three months prior to the date of the reception payment of 50% of the anticipated 
revenue is required.  No later than 30 days prior to the reception payment of the final 
anticipated account less any deposits is required. 

8. Any damage caused to the property by your guests will be your responsibility and will 
be charged accordingly.  It is your responsibility to insure for any loss or damage to 
wedding gifts brought into the hotel as these are not covered by the hotel policy. 

9. It is your responsibility to notify the hotel in writing should any guest attending your 
reception suffers from food allergies. 

10. The hotel reserves the right to refuse to acceptance and cancellation of reservations, 
deemed at its sole discretion, to be incompatible with the expectations of its other 
guests. 

11. If you intend to bring electrical equipment for use in the hotel it must be PAT tested 
and certificated. With notice the hotel electrician is able to do this for a minimal 
charge. It is your responsibility to insure any disco, musicians and technicians booked 
by you comply with this condition. 

12. We are pleased to provide a changing room with the hotel’s compliments for use 
before the wedding.  However should you wish to specify its location within the hotel 
or a time for early use it is recommended that you reserve a room for the night before, 
which will be chargeable.
